Summary

· All the documents for which SA4 asked SA approval (consisting of CRs to Rel-8, Rel-9 and Rel-10, and a revised Rel-10 WID) were approved. 
· The new Rel-10 TS 26.247 “Progressive Download and Dynamic Adaptive Streaming over HTTP (3GP-DASH)” v. 1.0.0 was presented for information and was noted. 

· Two LSs on “Procedures for the identification and selection of common modes of de-jitter buffers and echo cancellers” from ETSI STQ and ITU-T SG 16 were noted and forwarded to SA4.
· Tentative Rel-11 Stage 3 freezing target was set to September 2012. Rel-10 Stage 3 freezing target remained unchanged in March 2011.

SA4 Status Report

The SA4 status report, from SA4 Chairman, in Tdoc SP-100460 was presented for information. 

Questions and comments: 
Slide 14 (EVS_Codec):
Xiaobao Chen (Orange) asked what is the expected release for the EVS codec; will it be Rel-11. The SA4 Chairman replied that based on the EVS codec development schedule it can be expected to be ready for Rel-11, though he also pointed out that the foreseen freezing date for Rel-11 has not yet been set by TSG-SA.

3.3 Revised WID
· Tdoc SP-100467
Revised WID 'Enabling Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Applications' (ECSRA_LAA) was presented for approval. 
SA4 Chairman pointed out that since this is a SA2-led WID, and not all the WID supporting companies attend SA4, it had not been checked in SA4 that all WID supporting companies are in support of the update. This support was confirmed at SA#49, and the revised WID in Tdoc SP-100467 was then approved.
3.4 New specifications

· Tdoc SP-100468
TS 26.247 'Progressive Download and Dynamic Adaptive Streaming over HTTP (3GP-DASH) v. 1.0.0' (Release 10) was presented for information. 
Sungho Choi (Samsung) asked to clarify the outstanding work. The SA4 Chairman explained that (a) the Rel-9 corrections approved earlier at SA#49 (via CRs) will be incorporated into the new TS 26.247, (b) the enhancements and guidelines as outcome of the ongoing Rel-10 work will be included into TS 26.247, and (c) ‘Progressive Download and Dynamic Adaptive Streaming over HTTP’ will be removed from TS 26.234 in Rel-10 to have it only in one place in Rel-10 TSs. TS 26.247 and the Rel-10 “HTTP-streaming removal CR” to TS 26.234 will both be for approval at the same TSG-SA meeting, and this is expected to be SA#50. Tdoc SP-100468 was then noted. WGs were also asked to review the draft TS and provide comments to SA4.

Other issues of interest to SA4

4.1  Liaison statements
· Tdoc SP-100610 “LS from ETSI STQ: Procedures for the identification and selection of common modes of de-jitter buffers and echo cancellers” from ETSI STQ and a reply to it from ITU-T SG 16 in Tdoc SP-100597 were both noted without presentation and will be forwarded to SA4.
· Tdoc SP-100598 “LS from OPEN IPTV FORUM: Information on OIPF Release 2 Solution specification for HTTP Adaptive Streaming (HAS)” from OPEN IPTV FORUM was noted without presentation. SA4 Chairman explained that this LS had already been seen and treated in SA4. He also explained that there had been further LSs exchanged between SA4 and OIPF on adaptive HTTP streaming but these were not sent anymore to SA due to the detailed technical nature of the discussion. 
4.2 
Rel-10 progress and target dates
· Stage 1 was completed in March 2010. The two Stage 1 exceptions were completed in June 2010.
· Stage 2 was completed in September 2010 (by SA#49). No exceptions were requested.
· Stage 3 freezing target remained unchanged in March 2011.
4.3 
Rel-11 target dates (tentative) 
· Stage 1 freezing target was set to September 2011.
· Stage 2 freezing target was set to March 2012. 
Note: Approved Stage 2 exceptions in March 2012 will automatically lead to a 3 months slip of the Stage 3 freezing date.
· Stage 3 freezing target was set to September 2012 (i.e. 18 months from Rel-10 Stage 3 freeze).  
Note: RAN ASN.1 (and equivalent CT formal interface specification) freeze should be 3 months after the Stage 3 freezing.

Action Points from SA#49 relevant to SA4
As a follow-up to SA5 Terms of Reference update (in Tdoc SP‑100628, approved), other SA WGs were tasked to review their ToRs:
AP 49/3:
SA WGs 1, 2, 3 and 4 should review their Terms of Reference to check that they allow the WG to address Converged Networks and to provide an updated ToR to TSG SA if required.

SA5 CR numbers were not available at the time of preparing for the TSG CT meeting making conditional approvals hard to trace. Hence, the following AP was given (to all WGs):

Timely CR number Allocation: WGs were asked to ensure that CR numbers are available for agreed CRs by the end of each WG meeting.
