The topic of Jitter Buffer Management (JBM) was discussed at SA4#61 in Erlangen Germany as part of two contributions [1,2]. Following the discussion, the source’s recollection was that consensus appeared to have been reached that JBM should be an informative part of the EVS standard; with the actual wording being left to a future meeting. 
When the wording for the JBM Design Constraint was discussed during the recent EVS-SWG Ad-hoc call on December 7th, it was suggested that the phrase “example solution”, suggested in [3], was not appropriate for the Design Constraints.

 The source wishes to point out that similar wording on informative parts of the codec have previously been agreed for Sampling Frequency and Audio Bandwidth as shown in the example below.
	Sampling Frequency and Audio Bandwidth
	The encoder and decoder shall support 8, 16, 32, and 48 kHz sampling rates. 

The encoder shall support arbitrary sampling rate of the input signal from the set of supported sampling rates.

The decoder shall support arbitrary selecting the decoded signal output sampling rate from the set of supported sampling rates.

Note: Functions that are necessary only for achieving the arbitrary selection of encoder / decoder input / output sampling rate will be an informative part of the EVS standard. The delay and complexity of these functions do not count as part of the respective codec design limits. For these functions specific design limits in terms of delay and complexity apply.

	It is recommended that the EVS codec 

· have mandatory support of high-quality and high-efficiency operation of NB, WB, and SWB audio;

· may support FB audio. 

……


In order to properly reflect the previous consensus we propose using similar wording for JBM, and hence including the following text in the EVS Design Constraints document.
	Jitter Buffer Management (JBM)
	A JBM solution conforming to the requirements in TS 26.114 shall be provided by the candidates.

Note: Functions that are necessary only for JBM will be an informative part of the EVS standard. 
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
