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Executive Summary

The VIDEO SWG has the responsibility of the Improved Video Coding Support (IVCS) Study Item.

IVCS contains two main topics:

· The study and the evaluation of the scalable extensions of H.264 AVC codec in the context of PSS and MBMS architecture.

· The study of the stereoscopic 3D video services and their associated representation/compression format.
The allocated sessions of the VIDEO SWG were planned on Tuesday morning and Wednesday morning. Due to the low number of input contributions for this meeting, we only needed one morning to deal with the finalization of the Study Item.

We began the meeting by a short review of the time line to highlight the fact that every open issue would have to be dealt during the meeting.

Regarding the scalable video coding, one input contribution was presented for information on the QoS mapping of SVC over wired and wireless networks. After discussions around this issue we agreed not to include this contribution into the TR due to some lack of completeness in the study.

There was no contribution on the mobile 3D part of the study.

Then the rapporteur presented the last revised version of the technical report in which we discussed the introduction section and mainly the conclusion section.

Finally, we closed the session which officially ended the Improved Video Coding Support study item work in the Video SWG.

Meeting Minutes

Opening of the session

Review of the WID, TR and Time plan
The document S4-100706 Time Plan for the Release 10 IVCS work was quickly reviewed by the chairman, specifically to highlight the fact that all the remaining tasks would have to be finalized at this meeting.

2D formats
Mr. Seok Ho Won (ETRI) presented the document S4-110280 Enhanced QoS Mapping for SVC over Wired and Wireless Networks.
Mr. Gilles Teniou asked if there is a link between the QoS mapping and the UEP in terms of behaviour at the client side.

Mr. Seok Ho Won (ETRI) answered that with this solution a scheduler is able to throw away the packets when the environment conditions require it. 

Mr. Ozgur Oyman (Intel) asked if simulations were done based on the presented solution.

Mr. Seok Ho Won (ETRI) responded that the simulations had been conducted but they were not ready for presentation at the current meeting.
Mr. Ozgur Oyman (Intel) also noted that it would have been better to consider QoS Classes metrics differently since the ones in the contribution are not suited for video layers priority.

Mr. Frederic Gabin (ST-Ericsson) asked in which context, PSS or MBMS, this solution applied.

Mr. Seok Ho Won (ETRI) answered that he initially thought about a link between a server and a client. He thinks that this mapping would apply on the PSS case.

Mr. Frederic Gabin (ST-Ericsson) mentioned that with the proposed mapping, there is no certainty about the potential gain due to the wrong use of the QCI parameters and the impact on the packet delays.

Mr. Thomas Stockhammer (Qualcomm) expressed his agreements with Mr. Gabin concerns on the miss of a lot of context information. He also asked why different SVC layers corresponded to different delays.

Mr. Ozgur Oyman (Intel) added that there is no PCC support for PSS best effort service.

Mr. Frederic Gabin (ST-Ericsson) argued that during the network initiated bearer establishment, QoS information is needed.

Mr. Ozgur Oyman (Intel) finally noted that the multi-user use case has not been captured in this contribution.

Mr. Gilles Teniou concluded that this contribution raised a lot of clues to solve before being able to be considered into the technical report, also due to the lack of simulation results. Document S4-110280 was noted.

Mr. Jaihyung Cho (ETRI) presented the last revision of the IVCS technical report which included several comments made right before the meeting which corresponded to editorial changes.

A discussion happened mostly on the SVC part of the conclusion. Even if everybody agreed on the general conclusion regarding scalable video coding (the potential future work on it and its ability to appear on the 3GPP specification), we had to refine the wording in order to fit as best as possible with the results of the study inside the TR.
The VIDEO SWG finally found an agreement on the text edited during the session.
