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RILTE thanks SA4 for the LS RILTE_doc_13_016 (S4-100880). 

 

RILTE discussed the issues highlighted in the aforementioned LS and agreed on the following points:

 

1. It is beneficial to align QoS resource assignment across operators to provide a consistent service quality, i.e., assignment of MBR and GBR, when roaming.

2. S9 can provide a solution in order to align QoS resource alignment across operators and is recommended by RILTE as documented in the relevant "IMS roaming and interworking guidelines" PRD (IR.65) and "LTE Roaming Guidelines" PRD (IR.88) 

3. SA4 may still need to provide recommendations for the VPLMN if S9 is not used since even if RILTE recommends the use of S9, it is optional from 3GPP perspective. RILTE cannot provide any guidance whether the values indicated in Table 1 can provide adequate user experience
