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1 Introduction
The EVS Permanent Document #4 [1] specifies design constraints for the EVS codec. The complexity limits are currently applied according to the following categories: Required operation modes, AMR-WB interoperable modes, Recommended and optional operation modes, and Support functions. It was expressed at the last ad hoc EVS SWG call that it was not clear what functionalities should be counted into the complexity limits of the Required operation modes.

This contribution summarizes all agreed mandatory functionalities of the codec and proposes for discussion a list of functionalities to be included within the complexity limits of the Required operation modes.
2 Background
The EVS Permanent Document #4 [1] specifies the following mandated functionalities of the EVS codec:
- Support for all mandatory sampling rates
- Support for all mandatory bitrates (excluding variable bitrate (VBR) modes)

- Support for all mandatory delay options (if more than one)

- Support for the AMR-WB interoperability

- JBM solution

- Support for rates switching

- Packet loss concealment (PLC) solution

- RTP packaging

- VAD/DTX/CNG

It is further explicitly stated in the latest draft of the Permanent Document #4 [1] that the AMR-WB interoperable modes, and the functions that are necessary only for achieving the arbitrary selection of encoder / decoder input / output sampling rate, will be counted outside the complexity limits.
3 Discussion
It is the understanding of the source that all the mandated blocks should be counted within the complexity of the Required operation modes, with the exception of the functionalities where it is explicitly stated that they should be counted outside, i.e. the complexity of the following functionalities should be included:
- Support for all mandatory bitrates (excluding VBR)

- Support for all mandatory delay options (if more than one)

- JBM solution

- Support for rates switching

- PLC solution

- RTP packaging

- VAD/DTX/CNG

Further, it is the preference of the source that also the Support for all mandatory sampling rates is included in the complexity of the Required operation modes in order to simplify the Design Constraints document [1] (see discussion in [2]).
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
