TS26.247 v1.3.0 was agreed during SA4#64 in S4-110430
During SA4#64 a significant amount of document have been agreed which need to be integrated in an updated version of TS26.247 to make it available for approval at SA#52 in June 2011 for the completion of the work item on HTTP-based Streaming and Download Services (HTTP_SDS).
This document provides
· a summary of the agreed proposals during SA4#63

· a proposed time plan to complete TS 26.247 v.2.0.0 and relevant CRs to TS26.234 and TS26.244 to be sent to SA#52 for approval.

2 Agreed Proposals during SA4#63

2.1 Agreed Documents

The following proposals are agreed during SA4#63 and will be integrated in an updated version of TS26.247.

· S4-110436: Profiles for DASH with the following modifications:
· explicitly state that the URN maps to Rel-10
· S4-110522: Draft CR on Timing for DASH
· S4-110523: Pseudo-CR on QoE Updates
· S4-110524: Adding MPD Location element with the following modifications:
· Change MPDLocation -> Location
· State that URLs shall be absolute

· Update the SMIL table in the Annex

· S4-110549: DASH Content Descriptors
· S4-110550: On Service Degradation in DASH
· S4-110559: DASH Live Services: Early Period Announcement
· S4-110560: MPD Update Avoidance in DASH
2.2 Other Agreements
In the alignment process with MPEG DASH, it is agreed to implement the following documents

· MPEG document m20269 with the following modifications: 
· Replace

· "Gives the codecs parameter for all media types as list of strings. The codec parameters shall also include the profile and level information where applicable. For signalling the codec parameter the syntax as specified in RFC4281, section 3.2 and the codec identifier for this media format mapped into the name space for codecs as specified in RFC4281, section 3.3 shall be used."

· with

· "Gives the codecs parameter specifying the media types within the Representation. The codec parameters shall also include the profile and level information where applicable. The contents of this attribute shall conform to either the simp-list or fancy-list productions of RFC4281 section 3.2, without the enclosing DQOUTE characters. The codec identifier for the representation's media format, mapped into the name space for codecs as specified in RFC4281, section 3.3 shall be used."

· MPEG document m20228
· to adopt "Selection Groups"  (maps to the @group concept in TS26.247 v1.3.0) and "Switch Groups" (maps to the Group element in TS26.247 v1.3.0) in alignment with MPEG.
3 Proposed Timeline

The following timeline and procedures are proposed:
· by April 22, 2011: The editor implements all agreed proposals in section 2 in an updated version of TS26.247 v1.4.0 based on TS26.247 v1.3.0 and shares this version on the 3GPP_TSG_SA_WG4_MBS@LIST.ETSI.ORG list.
· by April 26, 2011: The rapporteur makes available the relevant CRs to TS26.234 and TS26.244 under the same work item code HTTP_SDS and shares this version on the 3GPP_TSG_SA_WG4_MBS@LIST.ETSI.ORG list.

· by April 28, 2011: 3GPP members have the ability to comment on the implementation of the agreements in TS26.247 v1.4.0 and the drafts of the two CRs and may suggest resolution of remaining edits or issues based the implementation of the agreements on the 3GPP_TSG_SA_WG4_MBS@LIST.ETSI.ORG list.

· April 29, 2011: The rapporteur sends at a version TS26.247 v1.4.1 and potentially updated drafts of the two CRs to the 3GPP_TSG_SA_WG4_MBS@LIST.ETSI.ORG list asking for consensus to submit this document for formal approval on May 6, 2011.
· by May 4, 2011: 3GPP members are expected to send at most corrections of typos, grammar, formatting comments to 3GPP_TSG_SA_WG4_MBS@LIST.ETSI.ORG on any of the three documents.
· May 5th, 2011: Rapporteur updates version TS26.247 v1.4.2 and potentially updated drafts of the two CRs to the 3GPP_TSG_SA_WG4_MBS@LIST.ETSI.ORG to ask for final concerns in sending this document for agreement.
· May 6th, 2011: Rapporteur sends version TS26.247 v1.5.0 and the two CRs to the 3GPP_TSG_SA_WG4@LIST.ETSI.ORG to ask for e-mail agreement of all three documents.
· May 13th, 2011: E-mail agreements period ends. If agreed, the documents are sent to SA#52 for approval.
