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1 Overview

OMA DRM working group would like to thank 3GPP SA4 for the Liaison Statement Tdoc S4-11-173 where 3GPP SA4 requested OMA DRM group’s opinion on how to signal OMA PDCF in DASH context.
The liaison statement was addressed during last OMA DRM WG meeting at Honolulu, 08 February 2011, and the response in provided below.

2 Proposal

Among the 3 options proposed in Tdoc S4-11-173, option (c) “3GPP SA4 defines the automated mapping” is agreed to be the best way forward. Thus, OMA DRM will not define the URI for OMA PDCF, and assumes that the current definition of [scheme] and [version] in the ‘schm’ box is sufficient when signalling OMA PDCF.
3 Requested Action(s)

3GPP SA4 is suggested to proceed with option (c) as proposed in Tdoc S4-11-173.
