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1. Background and Motivation
One of the main objectives of DASH is to specify a media format that contains signaling information necessary to achieve dynamic adaptation, for instance adaptation to changes in available bandwidth of the channel between the DASH server and the DASH client during a streaming session. For that purpose the media format must be specified in such a way that allows the DASH client to switch representations seamlessly when required.

The key to fulfill this requirement is the specification of media stream access points that enable seamless representation switching during a streaming session. After much analysis and debate MPEG-DASH has adopted the specification of media stream access point (SAP) to signal to the client the positions in the media stream where representation switching could occur [1].
Associated with the SAP concept in MPED-DASH, the @maximumSAPPeriod was also adopted as an optional attribute to signal to the DASH client the maximum SAP interval in seconds of all contained media streams. This attribute is intended to signal to the DASH client the longest SAP interval of all media streams to further facilitate its decision as where in the media streams it can perform representation switching.
As 3GPP and MPEG are striving to align DASH specifications as much as possible, there is a need to modify the current 3GPP-DASH specification to include the SAP concept and associated attributes.  
2. Proposal
Based on the motivation discussed above we propose that 3GPP SA4 MBS group to add and/or modify current DASH specification to include text to specify SAPs and the associated attributes, including the @maximumSAPPeriod attribute as show below.
