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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG SA WG4 would like to thank CTIA Certification Program Working Group (CPWG) Audio Ad-hoc for their liaison statement on Interest in assessment of quality of speech in noise suppression.
Regarding work on the measurement of the amount of noise suppression using ITU-T Rec. G.160, SA4 has noted recent contributions from member companies on the topic.

Regarding assessment of the quality of speech and noise after noise suppression, SA4 has this topic as high priority in work item Extension to Acoustic Test Specifications.  The current working schedule is attached for reference. Several contributions on the topic were noted at this meeting, including those that contain subjective data according to ITU-T Rec. P.835 obtained using listeners native in American English.  Work is progressing including the definition of a subjective test plan to collect additional data for development and/or retraining of existing instrumental P.835 metrics.
FOR INFORMATION: SA4 has noted dependence of subjective P.835 data on the regional characteristics of the panel.  Such dependence will be accounted for in the process of this work item.  SA4 welcomes the opportunity to inform CTIA CWPG of its progress on this topic.
