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Introduction
TS 26.114 Rel. 7 ~ 11 share the following figure that shows the signalling and media paths of MTSI [1] ~ [5]. It is illustrated that both IMS signalling and RTP media pass SGSN and GGSN. We believe this architecture corresponds to Rel. 6 situations considered during MTSI’s initial development in 2006 and does not reflect changes made later in 3GPP network architecture.

With the introduction of Direct Tunnel concepts in Rel. 7 and SAE / LTE in Rel. 8, alternative architectures, such as (b) and (c), became available, where RTP media bypasses SGSN, and S-GW and P-GW replace SGSN and GGSN respectively.
