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1.  Summary
This document proposes performance requirements on optional stereo mode, and when it should be tested.
2. Background and Proposal
In the SA4#67 meeting at Jeju and EVS-SWG teleconf#7, it was pointed out performance requirements on optional modes, i.e., stereo and full-band should also be set in EVS-3. 
For performance requirements on stereo, the source proposes to compare with “dual mono” of the EVS codec. In addition, the source believes that some user merit(s) shall also be provided. Examples of such merit(s) would include “better than” subjective quality, and meaningful reduction of bit-rates or complexity, under some condition(s).

Therefore, the source proposes to set only high level performance requirements on stereo, as follows:
The optional stereo mode shall meet at least one of the requirements listed below;

1) b.t. dual mono, at about the double bit-rate of the mono mode  for certain correlated stereo signals,

2) n.w.t dual mono, with additional small number of bit-rates on top of the mono mode for certain correlated stereo signals, and

3) bit-exact with dual mono decoded signals, with an average bit-rate lower than the double bit-rate of the mono mode.
Also, the source proposes to test the optional modes performance requirement (including full band) in the characterization phase. If the performance requirement is not met, such optional mode will be removed before the final approval of SA plenary.
3. Conclusion
The source proposes to set high level performance requirements on stereo, and test the requirement only in the characterization phase.
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
