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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA4 would like to inform ETSI TC STQ about work ongoing on testing the UE sending direction performance in the presence of background noise in the scope of the Ext_ATS (EATS) work item. More specifically, 3GPP SA4 has as a working assumption that metric(s) based on a P.835 predictor, fulfilling a set of requirements (attached), will be specified and therefore initiated work to collect P.835 databases for the purpose of training and validation of such predictors. As 3GPP SA4 has no intention of standardizing a method unique to 3GPP, we would like to ask ETSI to consider improvements of ETSI EG 202 396-3 for the application with modern mobile terminals including new state of the art noise cancellation techniques

 At SA4#67 the attached permanent documents (P-docs) were agreed; they provide the related background and details:
· The test framework that includes collecting P.835 database for training and validation is specified in EATS-3.

· The working assumption on the inclusion of a P.835 predictor and related high-level requirement on the P.835 predictor and P.835 testing are specified in EATS-2
· The project plan for the whole EATS work item is found in EATS-1.
