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Common Speech and Audio Materials for Preliminary Cross-check of Proponent Executables in the EVS Qualification Test
1. Summary

In Tdoc S4-120368 [1] Dynastat presents a proposed schedule for the 3GPP EVS Qualification Test. That schedule includs a time period during which the Proponent Companies (PC) are  required to submit a preliminary executable to help ensure that the Cross-Checking  procedure is successful. 
2. Discussion

Dynastat proposes to assemble a speech database that includes example speech samples from the languages to be tested in the EVS Qualification test. Candidate samples for the speech database should be full-band speech recorded in a quiet environment (48kHz sampling rate, 16 bit, linear pcm format). The speech samples in the preliminary database shall not be used in any of the formal EVS tests. One potential source for such samples is ITU-T Recommendation P.501 [2] which includes full-band speech samples from a number of languages. For each language in P.501, speech samples (i.e., sentence-pairs) are included for two male and two female talkers. Attached to this document is an example speech file that includes one sentence pair for each on one male and one female talker for six languages – North American English (NAE), Japanese, Finnish, French, Chinese, and German. Except for NAE, all of the samples have been extracted from the speech files included in P.501. Dynastat provided the NAE files. Dynastat encourages any PC who might be testing in a language other than the six languages represented so far, to contribute appropriate samples in that language
.  
In addition to the preliminary speech database, Dynastat proposes to assemble preliminary noise files and mixed-content samples for preliminary cross-check of the experiments involving noise and mixed-content materials.
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� Dynastat also encourages PC’s to contribute samples to the Rapporteur of P.501, Mr. Hans Gierlich, to supplement the speech databases contained in P.501.
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
