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1. Introduction
This document proposes to use balanced test conditions for qualification phase. At SA4#68 meeting in Kyoto[1], the performance requirements relative to qualification in EVS-3[1] and the test sets in qualification rules in EVS-5a[2] have been agreed, both of which are relevant for designing the experiments. Since it is obvious that all the requirements cannot be tested in qualification, the sources believe that the result of selected conditions to be tested is desired to be well balanced in the test sets as it has been pointed out in the past meetings including teleconference. 
2. Balanced test conditions in test sets
The sources believe that number of conditions in each test sets should be balanced, and the conditions to be tested should therefore be selected carefully. This is the essential principle when designing the test plans, otherwise the selection may be biased. 
As in EVS-8a[3], it was agreed 12 manageable experiments in qualification. In addition, guideline for the number of conditions in one experiments are provided, i.e., 64 for ACR and 32 for DCR. The sources’ understanding is that qualification is manageable regardless of the number of experiments if total number of samples to be tested is equal to or less than that of current assumption and total listening time does not exceed the current estimation, i.e., 1.5 hours x 12 experiments x 6 groups. This is because it does not affect the load of the host lab and listening labs.

3. Proposal
The sources believes that maintaining the balanced test conditions is important for qualification. As far as keeping the manageable test size, number of experiments can be increased, e.g., 1.2 hours x 15 experiments x 6 groups. In addition, it should be noted that the size of each experiment can be different.
