1. Overall Description:
Thank you for your liaison that keeps us informed of the status of your work and plans. 
We have an ongoing Study Item, which is expected to result in a Technical Report (TR26.938) in S4; we attach the current draft of TR26.938v0.2.0 in S4-120851, for your information.

We have detected one issue at our recent meeting that we would like to bring to your attention, concerning the content protection descriptor. The current specification for content protection, in the case of Representations based on the ISO base media file format (5.8.5.2 first bullet), defines a URN label (urn:mpeg:dash:mp4protection:2011), and a value that is the scheme_type from the Scheme Type Box of the Protection Scheme Information Box of the file. However in the Scheme Type Box of the ISOBMMF file, a scheme_version is also present and for some schemes, notably OMA DRM, this scheme_version is important to differentiate the versions of the scheme and then accurately identify the protection scheme used. We are in the process of correcting our specification to say that the value must start with (rather than “be”) the scheme_type, and for the case of OMA DRM, should continue with a colon (“:”) and then the hexadecimal representation of the scheme_version (leading zeroes may be omitted). We would like to suggest a change to your specification saying that the scheme_version may follow the scheme_type (as described above).

We are also considering how to indicate that some content may be available over alternative transports, notably multicast sessions such as FLUTE/ALC. We have attached a document S4-120857 on this matter, which provides background and initial considerations on a potential solution. Feedback from MPEG on the interest on enabling DASH formats for delivery over alternative transports and comments on the potential solution are welcome.
We also would like to make you aware that 3GPP SA4 has agreed to have a dedicated adhoc meeting to progress the study item, in September 2012.
