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Summery
This document proposes a draft text of the Letter of Intent for the funding of the selection and characterization process for the 3GPP EVS codec. The LoI is the first document required for the selection phase. It determines number of candidates and the amount of funding available for the actual selection and characterization testing. According to the EVS-2,[1] the LoI submission is sceduled in May 2013 at the earliest.
Following section descibes the proposed text based on the LoI for qualification process [2]. The changes can be seen as revison marks.
The sources request EVS SWG to agree with the proposed LoI text and determine the amount of funding.

Letter of Intent for the funding of the selection and characterization process for the 3GPP EVS codec
The signing parties of this Letter of Intent express herewith the intention to provide the funding of the selection and characterization process for the 3GPP Enhanced Voice Services (EVS_Codec) work item. 

The signing parties are the candidate codec proponents that intend to take part in the selection and characterization phase.

Signing this Letter of Intent is required for participation in the selection phase and commits the signing parties to fund the selection and characterization phase with  [150.000] € (EUR) per candidate codec. The resource will be managed by ETSI, under the responsibility of the ETSI Director-General. The reference Technical Body is 3GPP TSG SA WG4 Codec which is responsible of the technical co-ordination of the project.

The payment shall be made by the signing parties upon request (invoice) of ETSI, before the start of the work.
The signing parties provide the payment on the understanding that the funded amount of money shall be used for the EVS codec selection and characterization and the related evaluation according to the EVS Permanent document (EVS-2) Project Plan provided in Attachment A. The payment obligation made herein shall survive changes to the Project Plan approved by SA4. ETSI must account for the expenditure to the signing parties. Funding which is not spent in selection testing shall be reserved for characterization testing.
The signing parties shall understand that the signing parties are responsible for the related in-house evaluation assigned by SA4 and the responsibility is kept when the candidate codec is withdrawn.
This Letter of Intent shall expire if selection testing has not been started by[T.B.D.]. In case of expiration, unused funding shall be refunded to the signing parties.

Herewith we declare the intention to provide the funding, according to the provisions in this document.
