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1 Introduction
In the EVS Qualification test, MSIN filter is used as a NB mask [1], [2].

There was a discussion if all the handset capable with the EVS NB shall be restricted to use MSIN filter or not. There was a proposal to use FLAT filter for NB [3].
On the other hand, one of the use case scenarios for the EVS NB mode is a inter connection from the gland line phone. If handsets at the both end of the connection are able to run EVS, EVS WB should be used in general even at the low-bitrate range. 

Therefore, one of the most important application scenarios for EVS NB is to be used for connecting with the gland line phones. Considering the fact that recent NB coding standards specified in ITU-T are tested with both MIRS and FLAT masks, the subjective qualify for EVS NB using FLAT mask should be tested in the EVS Selection phase in addition to MSIN filter.

This contribution proposes to have some conditions using EVS-NB (50 - 4k FLAT) mask to be tested for the NB condition in addition to MSIN filter.

2 Proposal

In addition to MSIN filter, at least some of the NB conditions shall be tested with using EVS-NB (50 - 4k FLAT) filter for selection.
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
