Introduction

This document contains a report of the main decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG SA#60 (held on 17-18 June, 2013, in Oranjestad, Aruba). Annex A lists the documents on SA4 matters and their status (noted, approved, revised, rejected, withdrawn or postponed).

Summary

All the documents from SA4 that were presented for approval were approved.
Two Action Points relevant to SA4 were given:

· For Tdoc SP-130184, MCC was asked to correct the identified editorial issues when implementing the CRs 0018 and 0031 to TS 26.247. SA4 was tasked to check the identified non-editorial issues for these two CRs. 
· Action Point was given to all SA WG chairs to initialise a review of existing specifications in their WGs to make sure that version number is always used when 3GPP-external specifications are referred to. (SA#60 also agreed that 3GPP-external references should be avoided in 3GPP specifications wherever possible.)

Outcome for SA4 documents
3.1
SA4 Status Report

The SA4 status report from SA4 Chairman in Tdoc SP-130180 was presented for information. 

Kalyani Bogineni (Verizon Wireless) pointed out the lack of convergence for codecs defined for WebRTC and for 3GPP, and she asked how SA4 is going to handle the situation with different codecs specified.

SA4 Chairman explained that SA4 has the EVS_Codec work item to develop enhanced codec for 3GPP voice services and pointed out that this work considers only the codec proposals submitted to SA4. He explained that when the EVS codec has been chosen any relevant interoperability issues may then be considered and solved in the best possible way. He felt that it is a reality that various bodies define codecs for use and transcoding may be needed also in the future to achieve interoperability. For video codecs, SA4 Chairman felt that there appears some global convergence for the use of codecs developed jointly by MPEG and ITU-T, in particular for H.264/AVC and possibly in the future also for HEVC which is considered for adoption to 3GPP under the ongoing SA4 HEVC work item.

Tdoc SP-130180 was then noted.
3.2
Maintenance (CRs to Features in Release 11 or earlier releases)
· Tdoc SP-130181 “CRs to TS 26.114 on 'Correction on ECN Capability Indication in the SDP (LTEimp-Vocoder)' (Release 9 until Release 12)” was approved. There were no comments or questions.
· Tdoc SP-130182 “CRs to TS 26.237 on 'Clarification on File Repair Procedure in IMS-based MBMS Download Service (IMS_PSS_MBMS_US_EXT)' (Release 9 until Release 11)” was approved. There were no comments or questions.
· Tdoc SP-130183 “CRs to TS 26.234 and TS 26.346 on 'PSS and MBMS Aspects (PMA-MBS_Ext)' (Release 9 until Release 11)”: Heiko Kruse (Morpho Cards) asked why Rel-11 CR on “Missing RDF schema identification” is not included in Tdoc SP-130183. SA4 Chairman explained that the Rel-11 CR exists but it is contained in Tdoc SP-130186, and he added that there is also related Rel-12 CR in Tdoc SP-130188. SA4 Chairman explained that for Rel-11 and Rel-12 the RDF schema is impacted by the Rel-11 and Rel-12 WIs and therefore these CRs are in separate SA Tdocs using the WI code of the impacting Rel-11 and Rel-12 work. Because of conflicts in CR implementation it was felt better in SA4 to include all Rel-11 and Rel-12 changes into Cat. F CRs and not produce Cat. A CRs for Rel-11 and Rel-12. Tdoc SP-130183 was then approved.
· Tdoc SP-130184 ”CRs to TS 26.247 on 'HTTP-based Streaming and Download Services (HTTP_SDS)' (Release 10 and Release 11)”: Heiko Kruse (Morpho Cards) explained that he had requested off-line some corrections to the CR 0018 to TS 26.247:
1. Reference to ISO spec without Year ?

2. Definition of remote element – singular or multiple ? 
3. in 8.1, Stream Access Point is once in lower case

4. 8.4.4.2.1, in Table 8.19 one “is” too much. In same part in the Note the “than” is too much ?

5. in A.3.3 a comma too much.

Heiko requested the editorial issues (items 3-5) to be corrected in the CR and SA4 to be tasked to check and correct the non-editorial ones (items 1-2) at their next meeting. SA Chairman suggested that MCC would correct the editorial issues (items 3-5) when implementing the CR and SA4 would be tasked to check the non-editorial ones (items 1-2). This was agreed. (Implicitly the respective corrections are to be made also to the Cat. A Rel-11 mirror CR 0031.) Tdoc SP-130184 was then approved.
· Tdoc SP-130185 “CRs to TS 26.132 on 'Extensions of Acoustic Test Specifications (Ext_ATS)' (Release 11)” was approved. There were no comments or questions.
· Tdoc SP-130186 “CR to TS 26.234 on 'Missing RDF schema identification (M3DV)' (Release 11)” was approved. There were no comments or questions.
· Tdoc SP-130187 “CR to TS 26.346 on 'Confidentiality Protection of Associated Delivery Procedure Messages (TEI11)' (Release 11)” was approved. There were no comments or questions.

3.3.1
CRs
· Tdoc SP-130188 “CRs to TS 26.114 and TS 26.234 on 'Co-ordination of Video Orientation (CVO)' (Release 12)” was approved. There were no comments or questions.
· Tdoc SP-130189 “CRs to TS 26.131 and TS 26.132 on 'Acoustic Requirements and Test methods for IMS-based conversational speech services over LTE (ART_LTE)' (Release 12)” was approved. There were no comments or questions.
· Tdoc SP-130191 “CRs to TS 26.114 on 'Technical Enhancements and Improvements Rel-12 (TEI12)' (Release 12)” was approved. There were no comments or questions.
3.3.2
Specifications (TSs and TRs) 
· Tdoc SP-130192 “TR 26.938 on 'Packet-Switched Streaming Service (PSS): Improved Support for Dynamic Adaptive Streaming over HTTP in 3GPP (Release 12)', v. 1.0.0 (FS_IS_DASH)” was presented for information. During the presentation SA4 Chairman pointed out that there is a mistake in the last bullet point on outstanding issues, where “recommendations” should have been used instead of “requirements”. There were no comments or questions. Tdoc SP-130192 was then noted. 
3.3.3
WIDs 
· Tdoc SP-130190 “Revised Work Item Description on 'Enhanced MBMS Operation' (MI-EMO) (BB)”: Xiaobao Chen (Orange SA) asked clarification on what is meant by datacasting in the WI objective and if this is supported in Stage 1. SA4 Chairman explained that datacasting in the WI refers to the transmission of relatively small quantities of data which is auxiliary to the main broadcast and may contain e.g. traffic information or weather updates. He explained that SA4’s understanding when the WID was brought for approval at the previous SA meeting was that it is sufficiently backed by Stage 1. Tdoc SP-130190 was then approved.

Other issues of interest to SA4 
4.1 
LS from ITU T SG13: Request for information for the new draft Recommendation Q.1741.9 (referencing of 3GPP Release 11)

Tdoc SP-130166 “LS from ITU T SG13: Request for information for the new draft Recommendation Q.1741.9 (referencing of 3GPP Release 11)” explains that ITU-T SG13 have updated the work programme for Question 4/13 (Identification of evolving IMT systems and beyond) and have started with referencing of 3GPP Release 11 and asks information of the relevant 3GPP Rel-11 specifications. 

TSG CT had already reviewed the List of 3GPP Specifications to be proposed for the 'dot 9' Release 11 update of ITU-T Recommendation Q.1741 and produced Tdoc SP-130290 “LS from TSG CT to TSG SA: List of 3GPP Specifications to be proposed for the 'dot 9' Release 11 update of ITU T Recommendation Q.1741”. The list contains all 3GPP Specifications which are current in Release 11 except the following:
· GSM-only specs

· Radio specs in the 25.-, 36.- and 37.- series.

· Specs of the 34.-series and indeed all test specs

· 3GPP internal reports (xx.8xx, 23.7xx, 30.xxx, 50.xxx) 
SA Chairman asked the SA WG Chairmen to check the list off-line during SA#60. There were no changes identified for the list during SA#60. Tdoc SP-130290 was updated to Tdoc SP-130331 with TSG SA as the source, and the Tdoc was approved without presentation.
4.2
Version number needed when referencing 3GPP-external specifications
When reviewing Toc SP‑130231 “1 CR to 23.228 (BUSTI ‑ Rel‑12)” (eventually approved at SA#60) concerns were raised about the adding of the reference to ETSI TS 182 025 without fixing it to a specific version. In the resulting discussion, SA#60 decided to adopt a practice (used in TSG CT) that when referencing 3GPP external specifications (including ETSI specifications) the version of the referenced specification must be specified in the reference. 
Action Point was given to all SA WG chairs to initialise a review of existing specifications in their WGs to make sure that version number is always used when 3GPP-external specifications are referred to. 
SA#60 also agreed that 3GPP-external references should be avoided in 3GPP specifications wherever possible. 

Extract from TSG SA #60 draft report (v004) by SA Secretary:

“TD SP‑130231 1 CR to 23.228 (BUSTI ‑ Rel‑12). This was introduced by the SA WG2 Chairman.
Abstract: 23.228 CR1031R5.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was noted that this references an ETSI TS and adds a normative annex on Business Trunking. It was noted that use of extenal referencing adds the burden of continually reviewing the relevance of the reference. RIM suggested adding informative references sections to specifications. The MCC specifications manager clarified that the nature of a reference is dependent on it's use from within the referencing specification. SA WGs should review their specifications for references to external specifications to detrmine their ongoing relevance and need. Morpho Cards raised a concern about the adding of the reference to ETSI TS 182 025 without fixing it to a specific version. This should be reviewed along with other TSs by the Working groups. TSG SA agreed that external references should be avaoided wherever possible in 3GPP specifications. This CR was then approved.”
4.3
Release 12 target dates (unchanged)
· Stage 1 was frozen at SA#59 (March 2013)
· Stage 2 freezing target is December 2013 
· Approved Stage 2 exceptions in Dec 2013 will automatically lead to a 
3 months slip of the Stage 3 freezing date
· Stage 3 freezing target is June 2014 
· RAN ASN.1 (and equivalent CT formal interface specification freeze) should be 3 months after Stage 3 freezing
