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Introduction

In SA4#74, TD S4-130735 was agreed with one modification (namely, preliminary samples would be provided to verify the test databases). Then, in the subsequent EVS SWG teleconference#28, a framework describing the requirements to fulfill by test labs was invited to be drafted (to be later used as an Annex of EVS-8b).
This contribution is an update of TD S4-130735 proposing such a framework.
Proposed (draft) Annex of EVS-8b
	Annex X: Requirements to be fulfilled by listening labs

	Each LL shall provide to 3GPP SA4 some written confirmation on the following points:

· Provide to 3GPP the instructions given to listeners for all the tested languages

· Confirm that listeners perform tests in their native language only

· Provide to 3GPP all relevant information about listeners and especially the age profile (listening by only students or young people may for instance introduce some bias in the test and produce results not comparable/consistent with other test results)

· Confirm that for all tests a person will be present at least during the training session to answer the questions from the listeners in their native language

· Inform SA4 about the background of the test lab relative on P.800 testing in each declared language

· Offer the possibility to Proponent Candidates and the SQ SWG to listen to preliminary samples used for testing in each experiment. Preliminary samples should be made available before testing takes place, to allow solving issues that may arise beforehand.
           Note: This verification may be done for instance during an SQ SWG/SA4 meeting.


Additional text to be inserted in EVS-8b
The agreed text from TD S4-130735 is adapted below to fit in EVS-8b – it should be noted that this requirement is especially useful to be able to compare lab results and to help address potentially diverging results:

For music and mixed content experiments, identical test samples shall be used in at least one content category (e.g. modern music) for labs repeating the same experiment.
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
