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The sources note that Tdoc S4-(13)0998 from the GAL reviews that the EVS sub-working group has agreed to a number of parameters for the experimental design of the Listening Tests involved in the EVS Selection Phase. These parameters include, for Music (Mu) and Mixed-Content (MC):

· Mu/MC source -- half of the samples rated by subjects are Music and half are Mixed-Content.

Concerning Mu/MC content, the document further states that:
· EVS needs to specify three categories for Music samples and three categories for Mixed-Content samples and the Mu/MC databases will include five samples for each of those six categories.

The sources note that, with 50% Mu and 50% MC samples, and with three categories for each of Mu and MC, there will be a total of 6 categories. Furthermore, if each LL provides 5 samples for each of the categories (4 for test and 1 for preliminaries), then each test subject would listen to one sample from each of the 6 categories. In this way, the Mu/MC tests have the same test-design parameters as the Speech tests.

The sources propose the following as categories for the Mu and MC samples:
