3GP-DASH Segment Not Found
In the unlikely case where a 3GP-DASH client request a segment, and that segment is not found, the network may reply with a 404 response, indicating that the requested segment is not available. The network may include additional header information in the 404 response indicating that other segments are available, to help the client to re-synchonize to the DASH segments delivery. The 2 headers that may be included are as follows:

DASH-Oldest-Segment

This header field provides the path to the oldest segment available in the segment buffer.
DASH-Newest-Segment

This header field provides the path to the newest segment available in the segment buffer
The ABNF [40] definition of these 2 headers and corresponding fileURL is as follows:

DASH-Oldest-Segment = SegmentPath
DASH-Newest-Segment = SegmentPath
fileURL = "http://" + DASHserverAddress + "/" + SegmentPath

where SegmentPath is the relative address of the segment file on the server identified by the DASHserverAddress.
For example, if

DASHserverAddress = bmsc8.3gp-dash-operator.com
DASH-Oldest-Segment = pdash/testpic_6s/V1/229095412.m4s
DASH-Newest-Segment = pdash/testpic_6s/A1/229095414.m4s
Then the corresponding 2 fileURLs absolute path for these segments will be:
