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1 Introduction

During SA4#78 the TR on HTML5 for a new Presentation Layer in 3GPP Services was moved forward significantly. This document provides some comments on the existing TR. A proposed markup version is provided attached to this document. 
2 Discussion
2.1 WebCrypto
Sec. 4.2.3:  Web Crypto just made it to Last Call in the W3C, which means the standardization process is nearly complete.  It allows web apps to encrypt/decrypt documents or even messages.  We may consider mentioning this technology as well.

2.2  3GPP Codecs
Strong language in the document is missing stating that 3GPP codecs must be supported by any audio/video elements in a 3GPP HTML5-compliant presentation layer.  It is proposed to add additional sentence in Sec. 4.2.3.5:  “3GPP codecs are expected to be supported by compliant implementations.” 
2.3 Web Storage and Indexed DB
Sec 4.2.3.13 – Seems strange to mention Web Storage and not Indexed DB (https://dvcs.w3.org/hg/IndexedDB/raw-file/tip/Overview.html), which has now reached CR stage in the W3C.  Firefox OS leverages IndexedDB for app data persistence.  IndexedDB is not particularly popular in the web community, but it should be mentioned even if only to say that it is not preferred.

2.4 Others
· The document contains some editorial cleanup
· Sec. 4.2.3.11 – Header is missing in the clean version
· Sec. 6.2.1:  “a solution for eMBMS services needs to be provided”.  It is unclear what this means and should be adjusted.
