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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The VIDEO SWG has the responsibility for general 3GPP SA4 video matters (including 3D video related topics).

During SA4#79 the VIDEO SWG dealt with the VTRI Work Item, jointly with the MTSI SWG. The related progress and the associated contributions status is referenced in the MTSI SWG report. 

The VIDEO SWG also reviewed a couple of contributions on potential future work within the release 13 time frame. The first one was about the scalable extension of HEVC for which new technical features were presented. The group agreed to focus first on the identification of existing limitations of the current 3GPP services before considering any candidate technology including scalable video coding.

The second contribution highlighted the need to identify the context of the mobile video consumption and consider the relevance of advance video formats. No decision has been made so far and some discussions are expected before being able to define a working area.
The incoming LS from the IMTC on the SIP video profile was noted in the Video SWG.

9.1
Opening of the session 
Gilles Teniou (VIDEO SWG Chairman - Orange) welcomed the participants and declared the Video SWG session opened.

Thomas Stockhammer (Qualcomm) kindly agreed  to act as the scribe.

9.2
Approval of the agenda and registration of documents
Gilles Teniou (Orange) presented S4-140602R1 Proposed agenda for VIDEO SWG at SA4#79, the agenda was agreed.
9.3
Reports and liaisons from other groups
Gilles Teniou (Orange) presented S4-140529 IMTC work on SIP feature parity with H.323 (IMTC SIP Parity Activity Group).

The LS was noted.

9.4
Proposed new VIDEO work/study
Alain Mourad (Interdigital) presented S4-140531 Scalable Extensions of HEVC (SHVC) for 3GPP.
The contribution proposed to consider a study item for investigating the relevance to SHVC based on its technical features.
Thomas Stockhammer (Qualcomm) asked how BT.709 and BT.2020 relate to 3GPP.
Alain Mourad (Interdigital) answered that there may be some future requirements for mobile displays.
Thomas Stockhammer (Qualcomm) then asked if SHVC is a requirement to new video formats or it is a potential solution to achieve it.
Alain Mourad (Interdigital) indicated that it provides an opportunity to solve this problem.
Gilles Teniou (Orange) said he would have preferred to see use cases that are addressed by S-HEVC first.
Alain Mourad (Interdigital) then gave the example that one use case is multi-party video telephony.
Thomas Stockhammer (Qualcomm) wanted to know if the intent is to enable multi-party video telephony and richer formats in 3GPP or to add S-HEVC.
Alain Mourad (Interdigital) thought that SVC was already supported in 3GPP which is not the case.
Gilles Teniou (Orange) hence indicated that SVC is only discussed in the TR, but the conclusions of the TR did not lead to adopting SVC at the end of the study item.
David Singer (Apple) asked for revisiting the previous conclusions of SVC and understand if there is new information to change the position.
Alain Mourad (Interdigital) highlighted the Hybrid AVC/SHVC as one relevant aspect as well as the implementation being simpler.
Eric Turcotte (Ericsson) found that it would be helpful if the document could leverage the information in the study outcome of SVC.
As a conclusion Gilles Teniou (chairman) summarize the group position:
· Uncomfortable on studying a solution before we understand the problem statements
· We should get better understanding to the previously generated information in TR26.904
· We may even update TR26.904 to studies on S-HVC.
The document S4-140531 Scalable Extensions of HEVC (SHVC) for 3GPP was noted.
Thomas Stockhammer presented S4-140592 Considerations on Video Work for Rel-13
The document describes the context of the mobile video consumption in terms of device segment, type of content, formats, connectivity…
Gilles Teniou (Orange): Is it targeted to broadcast content?
Thomas Stockhammer (Qualcomm): Not necessarily, it is about high-quality content.
Gilles Teniou (Orange) is supportive of such an approach and encourages offline discussion on this matter on the video reflector with the intent to progress the definition of the needed work by the next SA4 meeting.
