Addresses handling of the FDT Instance Descriptor file in relation to other MBMS Metadata Fragments.
Use case may determine single MPD valid for entire duration of session - no updates needed.
different ways of providing the FID file to the MBMS Download Receiver, either in-band with the content stream or out of band.
For FID delivered as metadata fragment, when tuning into an MBMS Download Session, the MBMS receiver has already one version of an FID file. The MBMS receiver can use the information from the FID file even for the first FLUTE packet.
Proposal:
1) to handle the FDT Instance Descriptor (FID) file as MBMS Metadata Fragment. The same fragment transportation procedures as for the other MBMS metadata fragments are possible.
2) proposed to reference the FID fragment from the USD.
Imed: please explain how Fig1 works
Eric: static FDT info is sent in advance and OOB.
Thomas: this is a reference model, not implementation; need to reconstruct info locally in same way as if FDT is delivered inbnd with object.
Imed: would like to understand the APIs for acquring FDT Instance by FLUTE receiver
Backward compatibiity solved by FDT Instances delivered in duplicated way inband.
Thomas: reference model to depict what FDT info needed by receiver to reconstruct.
Imed: explain what FDT Instance Generator receives FID.
Thomas: recieves FID as metadata fragment as well-defined Internet Media Type in multiple possible ways - e.g. in USD delivery FLUTE session, uncast delivery, etc.
Imed: why MPDs cannot be sent inband without envelope; thinks validity is implied - latest version is that delivered inband
Imed: whether inband delivery should be allowed. Are you saying purely OOB delivery is adequate?
Eric: would like to preserve flexibility of both inband and OOB delivery like other USD metadata fragments.

Zhiming presenting
Zhiming:Offline discussion still ongoing. Will update based on comments 2 major points 1) capability negotiations, 2) location. Comments from Eric on the proxy (interface with BM-SC not standardized). 
This solution does not require use of OMA DM to configuring MooD operational info
Charles: another possible way for network to determine UE's location is via attaching UE's location in HTTP request
Imed: should HTTP Proxy = PSS Server? The proxy in this case is transparent proxy - it would have to intercept all requests; how to ensure UE will read extension header?
Imed: since UE never knows request could be offloaded, it may never check the MooD extension header. In the other solution, UE is aware of offloading possibility, and therefore would examine the MooD header.
Zhiming: will take that into issue into consideration.
Zhiming: currently P-GW could contain DPI function and preconfigured filters to forwward different input traffic to different proxies, if this capability is not there, then proxy has to handle all unicast traffic.
Imed: this implies P-GW acts as proxy, redirecting requests to proxy; in this case P-GW is acting as transparent proxy.
Zhiming: there are multiple options to forward traffic to proxies behind the P-GW

Imed: TR already address this. Not an urgent thing, that we have been dis
Charles: Which TR? 
Imed: Think it is part of Study Item on DASH, may be other TR (EMO?). Why are we not starting on teh SAND Work Item
Fred: Which part relates to SAND?
Imed: Use case on Proxy Server exists for SAND
Imed: between an HTTP server on the client and the DASH client. HTTP server may not be in the device
Fred: Protocol between the HTTP server and the DASH client has been discussed. 
Imed: Technical comments: changing HTTP semantics, bitrates, 3xx messages, this is SAND basically.
Imed: Not blocking. Lets do the SAND work appropriately.
Fred: would the way forward, to solve the MBMS use case, be documented in the IS DASH?
Imed: Same stuff documented in the IS-DASH
Thomas: Not in that level of details.
Charles: happy to work offline to see if we can come up with some agreements.
