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1. Overall
3GPP TSG SA WG 4 would like to thank the DASH-IF for the information provided in the liaison letter. As a matter of fact this information arrives at a perfect time as 3GPP TSG WG 4 is about to launch new work in the course of its Release-13 work plan. 
Based on the outcome of a study mission on "Improved Support for DASH in 3GPP services" (documented in TR26.938 and attached to this letter as S4-141021), 3GPP TSG SA WG 4 agreed to initiate a new work item on "Enhanced DASH". The description of the work item is attached in S4-141022. Note that both documents are only agreed on working group level and still need final approval by 3GPP TSG SA, expected in September 2014.
From an initial brief checking on the detailed information provided in the DASH-IF, we identified significant overlap and complementary work that may support the work in the 3GPP in general and specifically in the context of the referred work item. We would be interested in getting updates on the progress of the work in the DASH-IF, in particular on the IOP documents, the guidelines for live services as well the guidelines on ad insertion.
As a matter of fact, we also identified that the assets and tools provided by the DASH-IF, (e.g. test vectors, test cases, reference player, content generation, etc.) may be of value for 3GPP as well. We would appreciate information if and how 3GPP (or individual 3GPP members) can contribute to these tools in order to provide support for interoperability of DASH-based 3GPP services.
In general, we are interested in on-going exchange of information to align our work objectives for the broad benefit of the industry that is committed to deploy DASH.

3GPP TSG SA WG 4 kindly asks the DASH-IF
· to continuously update 3GPP TSG SA WG 4 on updates on the progress of the work in the DASH-IF.

· to provide information if and how 3GPP (or individual 3GPP members) can contribute to these tools in order to provide support for interoperability of DASH-based 3GPP services.
