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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA4 thanks ITU-T Study Group 12 for the information sent for discussion in the LS TD 516 (GEN/12).

3GPP SA4 believes that there is a substantial difference between the preferred numbers in the R40 series of ISO 3 and the 1/12th octave band center frequencies defined  in  IEC 61260.
According to formula (4) of IEC 61260, the center frequencies of fractional octave bands with an even divider b of the octave are calculated as
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For 1/12th-octave bands (b=12) this results in the following center frequencies related to 1000 Hz

There is an offset of approximately 1/24th octave between the 1/12th octave center frequencies according to the different references throughout the whole frequency range.

For reason of backward compatibility, the Speech Quality (SQ) sub-working group of 3GPP TSG SA4 decided not to change the reference for the fractional octave bands used in terminal acoustic testing and continue to refer to ISO 3.
