1. Introduction

The EVS Codec has been standardized in 3GPP Rel-12 together with the corresponding RTP payload format (TS 26.445 Annex A), media handling in MTSI (TS 26.114) and preliminary acoustic requirements for SWB/FB (TS 26.131/26.132).
The support of EVS in UTRAN networks is being defined with the EVSoCS WI targeted in 3GPP Rel-13. 
In this contribution we bring an operator view on EVS configurations (called mode sets in 3G). The main request is to keep the existing EVS usage as already defined in MTSI in Rel-12 and not to accept the onion principle proposal in several inputs, e.g. [1-8]. 

2. Proposal
In this contribution, we express strong concerns on the onion principle that has been first proposed in SA4#84 and that is proposed e.g. in [1-8].

Several operators are preparing the deployment of the EVS codec with SWB-only operation. Such operation is valid in MTSI where it is possible to use EVS Primary modes at a single bandwidth and/or at a single bit rate. Such operation does not create any issue for instance if EVS is used in MTSI in a home network and not supported in 3G. Such operation is also valid if EVS is supported with the same operation modes in MTSI and 3G. 
We request EVS usage in 3G and MTSI to follow the current EVS codec usage allowed in the RTP payload format defined in TS 26.445 Annex A, where single audio bandwidth and/or single bit rate is possible.

To address the issue of defining common configurations among different networks, we propose to liaise with GSMA.
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
