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1. Introduction

The WI on Support of EVS in 3G Circuit-Switched Networks (EVSoCS) work item has been approved in SA#65 [1]. As stated in this WI: “The objective of this Work Item is to enable users of 3G services to benefit from the enhanced user experience and system capacity and interoperability provided by EVS […] expected spec changes are minor.”
Since SA4#81, the EVS SWG has discussed quite extensively several aspects and some LS exchange took place between SA4 and RAN / CT groups.

In this contribution address the issue of configurations to be supported. We propose some text to be inserted in the CR to TS 26.103.
2. On configurations to be supported (TS 26.103)
The latest draft CR presented for discussion can be found in [2]. The status of configurations has been discussed in previous EVS SWG meetings. We propose below a compromise text:

Normative for UTRAN and CS core network infrastructures for UMTS_EVS:
If an UTRAN and CS network infrastructure supports Codec Type UMTS_EVS, then at least EVS Configuration 1 (i.e. EVS mode set 1) and EVS Configuration 4 (i.e. EVS mode set 4) shall be supported with DTX enabled in uplink and downlink. The other EVS Configurations for CS networks are may also be supported.

The rationale for mandating the support of mode sets 1 and 4 is to maximize the chance to avoid transcoding between CS and other networks, taking into account that different operators may deploy EVS in “SWB-only mode” or more generic cases.
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
