Justification

In release 13, the need for more flexibility in MBMS has been recognized during the discussion and realization of the public safety service that relies heavily on MBMS. A new delivery method named Group Communication has been introduced to address that and similar use cases by providing higher flexibility at the BM-SC to accommodate for any type of traffic to be delivered transparently to the receiving UEs. This new delivery method will enable using MBMS with much higher flexibility and as a toolbox to build multimedia services that efficiently use the available network capacity and will relax the restrictions imposed by the user service concept of MBMS. 
To build further on this new feature, work on streamlining the offered MBMS procedures such as FEC protection, Reporting and QoE measurements, security, and service announcement, so as to make them flexible and independent and adaptive in an agnostic way to the user service that is run on top of them. 

At the same time, the flexibility brought by the toolbox approach needs to be demonstrated. This can be achieved through the introduction of new transport components that make use of the improved Group Communication delivery method. These transport components will run in the user space at the UE and are able to receive and process the media and data streams directly from the MBMS middleware. The impact on the APIs at the UE will also need to be studied.
4
Objective

This work item will start with a study phase to identify the potential enhancements to the Group Communication delivery method. The following aspects will be covered :
· Identify potential enhancements the Group Communication delivery method to support
· flexible FEC that can be adjusted based on the service requirements,

· QoE and consumption reporting,
· Simplified service announcement on the GC1 interface,

· Identify the potential enhancements to the  MBMS on Demand (MooD) solution in order to extend the support to the Group Communication delivery method.
· 
· Study the APIs to make the usage of the GC enabler and newly developed enhancements available for composing services.
· Specify any identified enhancements as part of the Grop Communication delivery method.

· Communicate the identified enhancements to 3GPP SA2, SA6, and CT3 to align the usage of the GC delivery method with the MB2 interfaces.
