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1. Overall Description:

TSG SA4 thanks RAN2 for the information in LS R2-1702098. In the LS, RAN2 describes the following RAN assumptions:

-
It is RAN2’s assumption that the maximum file size for configuration container is 1,000 bytes and for the report container 8,000 bytes.

-
It is FFS whether QoE measurement type needs to be included in the RRC message.

SA4 believes that the limits of 1,000 and 8,000 bytes should be enough for most realistic cases. However, SA4 also recognizes that:

-
The size of the configuration message depends on operator settings, and it is in principle possible to create arbitrarily large configuration messages by e.g. adding an excessive amount of filtering options.

-
The size of the report message depends on the number of metrics measured, but also on the characteristics of the session, and on the configured reporting interval length. For instance, if reporting is configured to happen only at the end of each session, and a session is very long (many hours, or even days), the resulting report might be arbitrarily large.

SA4 also wants to inform RAN2 that a similar QoE reporting functionality exists for the MTSI service (see TS 26.114), and that SA4 is currently planning to add QMC support in Rel-15 for this service. This would probably necessitate a "Measurement Type" parameter in the RRC message at least in Rel-15, to separate between the two services.
