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Executive Summary
An MTSI SWG teleconference on eVoLP was held on August 31, 2017. There were four input documents to the teleconference to progress the work on MTSI adaptation procedures for eVoLP including the agenda and a draft skeleton for the eVoLP TR. The structure of the eVoLP TR skeleton was agreed along with the two tdocs. It was also agreed that the two agreed tdocs be included into the eVoLP TR and the updated TR will be presented at the SA4 #95 meeting in Belgrade.

Opening of the conference call 

The SA4 MTSI SWG chairman, Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm), opened the conference call at about 17:00 hours CEST on August 31, 2017.  Venkatraman Atti volunteered to take minutes and prepare a brief report of the conference call. Study on enhanced VoLTE Performance (FS_eVoLP-S4)
Tdoc S4-AHM366 “eVoLP: MTSI adaptation procedures” was presented by Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm).

Nik: The document proposes procedures for the terminal that is receiving media to trigger adaptation to a more robust codec mode when the terminal detects increased packet erasures.
The proposal is to include Clause 2 in the document in the eVoLP TR 26.959.
Stephane (Orange): Not sure how procedurally things work in terms of including Tdocs into TR when the Study Item is not approved by SA yet.  However, it looks okay in terms of the place it fits into the TR. Some concerns on lack of test results were pointed out and some online editing ensued with the following Note to clarify [FFS: If application layer redundancy is to be used, its bandwidth should not exceed that of a more robust codec mode that could achieve the robustness needed for the experienced packet losses.]
Some discussion on how to compare the performance of partial redundancy and full redundancy followed. It is possible to study the preliminary results and analysis on this for example from the EVS Characterization Report, TR 26.952.

S4-AHM366 was revised to S4-AHM375.
Tdoc S4-AHM367 “eVoLP: MTSI adaptation capability parameter” was presented by Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm).

Nik highlighted the conclusions coming from SA2 as part of the eVoLP-SA2 study item. One of the points noted was that the SA4 is tasked to develop procedures to indicate to the CSCF the capability that the terminals can adapt to the most robust codec mode via SIP signalling.
Bo Burman (Ericsson): Asked if Figures presented are for application to Offer/Answer or both. In other words, how about in the reverse direction? Will UE B also adapt even if UE A didn’t include adapt parameter.

Atti: Max PLR is only for downlink here, i.e., UE B to PCRFB and then to eNB B for the media direction from UE A to UE B. 
Some online editing to include that the adapt parameter to indicate most robust mode in both directions is FFS. There was an Editor’s note suggested such that other parameters may be considered than Max. PLR as shown in Figures.
S4-AHM367 Revised to S4-AHM376.

Tdoc S4-AHM368 “TR 26.9xx eVoLP skeleton” was presented by Venkatraman Atti (Qualcomm).

Atti: This is a draft skeleton of the eVoLP TR that proposes a structure based on the past discussion and contributions to SA4 #93 and to the MTSI SWG Telcos on May 11 and June 08, 2017.

Stephane (Orange): It may be good to include connection to the SA2 study item and their TR. 
Atti: Clause 4.2 in the TR 26.959 may be a good place to elaborate and reference on the SA2 eVoLP study item.

It is agreed to bring an updated TR to SA4 #95 including tdocs S4-AHM375 and S4-AHM376.

It is proposed to bring a work plan (Rapporteur) to the SA4 #95 Belgrade meeting.

Tdoc S4-AHM375 “eVoLP: MTSI adaptation procedures” was agreed and circulated by Nikolai Leung (Qualcomm) on the SA4 reflector.
