Revision of a previous document. Prakash presented the changes compared to the previous documents. 
Thorsten: does this differentiate between local and international roaming. 
Prakash: no, roaming applies if operators are different.
Thorsten: is this Samsung’s interpretation of the SA2 architecture? What is the difference between sections 3.1, 3.2, and 3.3?
Prakash: conceptually there is no difference between the functions.
Imed: why would an AF want to interfere in routing?
Prakash: it is about how a PDU session is routed and is not limited to LADN.
Lucia: do some traffic redirection.
We need to clarify this with SA2. 
Prakash: SA2 may add application layer routing/redirections at a later stage.
Charles: where is the functionality of PCRF?
Prakash: PRF has the policy rules and SMF with UPF do the enforcement.
Thorsten: charging is only mentioned in section 4. Is it forgotten?
Prakash: this document includes functions of interest to SA4.
Lucia: operators may want to charge MEC usage seperately.
