1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG SA WG4 (SA4) would like to thank ISO/IEC SC 29/WG 11 (MPEG) for your information on carriage of web resources in ISOBMFF. This information is received at appropriate time.
3GPP recently completed a study on Service Interactivity in 3GPP. The findings are documented in 3GPP TR 26.953 as attached. TR26.953 examines major use cases for service interactivity in 3GPP streaming and download services, and associated requirements and potential gaps in existing PSS and MBMS service layer specifications for interactivity support. It surveys service interactivity functionality specified in broadcast TV standards, as a reference point for potential emulation by, or differentiation from, 3GPP-defined mechanisms. It concludes by identifying functional gaps in MBMS and PSS specifications to support the identified recommended requirements regarding interactivity, and summarizes the necessary capabilities to fulfill those gaps.
Based on these findings, 3GPP has initiated normative work in Rel-15 in the context of 5G to add Service Interactivity to 3GPP services. The agreed work item description is attached. We believe that your work on carriage of web resources in ISO BMFF provides interesting candidate enablers as after a first gap analysis, it addresses the objectives of the work item. We invite MPEG to take into account the use cases, requirements and work item objectives when progressing your work. We also look forward to being informed on the progress of the work in MPEG.
