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1. Introduction

As part of FS_5G_MEDIA_MTSI and 5G_MTSI_Codec work SA4 has been discussing how to define 5G MTSI clients.  This contribution proposes a way forward and explains some of the implications.

2. Proposal

All requirements in TS 26.114 Rel-15 and beyond apply to 5G MTSI clients.  Therefore one can consider the following definition:
5G MTSI client: An MTSI client that supports all of the MTSI client requirements in 3GPP TS 26.114 Rel-15 and later. 

The above definition does not have to be included in 3GPP TS 26.114 Rel-15 and later, just as there was no definition of 4G MTSI clients in TS 26.114 Rel-8 and later.  The “5G” Logo applied to Rel-15+ specs will make it clear that these requirements apply to 5G MTSI clients.
Furthemore, the definition of a 5G terminal:

5G terminal: A terminal that supports any of the 5G deployment options (e.g., NR connected to 5GC, dual connectivity of E-UTRA and NR to EPC, and E-UTRA connected to 5GC).

Also does not have to be included in TS 26.114.  The definition of a 5G terminal can be defined or implied according to the apporiate RAN specifications and their “5G” Logos.
Therefore, no explicit changes are proposed into 3GPP TS 26.114 for defining 5G MTSI clients or terminals.
3. Implications

This implies some of the following practical interpretations:

1. A 5G MTSI client operating in a 5G terminal that supports E-UTRA is required to support all of the requirements in TS 26.114 Rel-15.
2. A 5G MTSI client operating in a 5G terminal that only supports NR is only required to support the requirements in TS 26.114 Rel-15 that operate over NR.  For example, this means that the 5G MTSI client does not have to support ANBR/ANBRQ-related procedures.

3. An MTSI client that supports only a subset of TS 26.114 Rel-15 features (e.g., supports ANBR/ANBRQ procedures but not the advanced codec requirements) will not be considered a 5G MTSI client and can indicate support for only the implemented Rel-15 features.
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
