Stephane Ragot: upgrade of speech codecs will only be done in this clause?  And there will be no impact to the SDP offer/answer procedures that follow?
Ozgur Oyman: Initial assessment is that no other changes to SDP offer/answer are required.  Changes would have been required if had used the previous formulation.
Jon Gibbs: Checking my understanding;  does this text mandate EVS inclusion for only SWB and FB?
Ozgur: In terms of offer-answer, mandating EVS only comes in when supporting SWB or FB.  But for client capabilities, the MTSI client has to support all bandwidths as part of the client implementation.
