Rationale

Ref. [1] and [2] raise the issue of the “home” for [1] – should it be in an existing TS (e.g. 32.103) or in a new TS. This paper proposes some alternatives, with some pros/cons, also including consideration of other new TSs with profile  definitions/information in the future.

Detailed proposal

4.1
Alt. 1: Existing TS
Proposal: Place the agreed text of [1] in a new clause (subclause) of an existing TS, and in that case TS 32.103 seems most suitable.

Pros: 
· No need to create a new TS

Cons:

· Would be more and more difficult to handle within the same document if new types of profile definitions/information are needed in the future.

4.2 Alt. 2: New TS (and series)

Proposal: Place the agreed text of [1] in a new TS, and allocate a new “TS number block” for other new TSs with profile definitions/information in the future.
Pros:

· More flexible to have one TS per profile if more than one profile would be needed in the future (which seems likely). 

· The profile definitions and related information would be more visible to the “outside world”

Cons:

· Need to define some new TSs

Recommended alternative

Based on an analysis of the pros and cons for both alternatives, we recommend that SA5 chooses alternative 2.
