   Introduction

The use case assumes that the VNF Package is onboarded and disabled; enablement is triggered by the NM.
5.x.2
   Actors

1. NM – performs the network manager role for the virtualized network

2. NFVO – performs the resource orchestration, and the lifecycle management of network services

5.x.3    Pre-conditions
1. NFV management and orchestration [2] is operational.

2. Network management is operational.

3. A VNF Package is onboarded, disabled and is not marked as deletion pending
5.x.4    Description
1. NM submits a request to the NFVO using the operation Enable VNF Package of the VNF Package management interface, according to step 1 in B2.3 [2]. 

2. The NFVO processes the request and checks if the VNF Package exists, is disabled and is not marked as deletion pending, according to step 2 in B2.3 [2]. Optionally, the NFVO may validate the stored VNFD before enabling it.
3. As the VNF Package is disabled and is not marked as deletion pending, the NFVO notifies the catalogue to enable the VNF Package in the catalogue, according to step 3 in B2.3 [2].
4. The NFVO acknowledges to the NM that the VNF Package is enabled, according to step 4 in B2.3 [2].
5.x.5    Post-conditions
The new VNF package is enabled meaning it’s marked as enabled in the catalogue, so that it is possible to instantiate VNFs with it.
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
