VNFM deployment profile 
ETSI NFV ISG introduced the logical architecture for the management of NFV, in which the VNFM as a logical function block is responsible for the lifecycle management of VNF instances as described in section 4.3[2]. 

There are following deployment scenarios:

· VNFM, EMS and VNF are provided as a package in mixed network: In this scenario, the physical nodes and virtual nodes come from the same provider, it’s more efficient to deploy VNFM combined deployment with EMS.

In this scenario, the standardization will focus on the interoperability between NM,EM+VNFM,NFVO and VIM. 









· VNFM, EMS, VNF and VIM are provided as a package in mixed network: In this scenario, the physical nodes and virtual nodes come from the same provider, the VIM and the hardware for the virtual nodes are also provided by the same provider.
