5.x.1      Introduction

This use case is to show how the operator decides the network planning based on the available resources.
5.x.2      Pre-condition

Operator wants to do the large-scale capacity expansion. 
5.x.3      Description


1) NM queries NFVO for the current available resources, such as the total number of available CPUs, the total capability of available memory and storage etc.


2) NFVO sends the requested available resources to NM.
3) OSS checks whether the current available resources are sufficient for the planned large-scale expansion and if it is sufficient, OSS can initiate the deployment of new virtualized network functions, and if it is not sufficient, the operator should expand the NFVI capability first.
5.x.4      Post-condition
It is ready for the operators to do the large-scale capacity expansion.
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
