AP Rapporteur: include the pCR in the PM2 specification.

The document was presented by Deutsche Telekom.
Ericsson: KPIs and counters are different. Counters are atomic and KPIs are based on counters. 

Teoco: We submitted a contribution on terminology some time ago. This was clarified in that contribution. 

Huawei: The terms are also defined in NGCOR. 

Ericsson: A KPI is produced by an equation, not a counter. 

Teoco: A KPI may be produced in two ways: measured or calculated. Some indicators are seen as KPIs whether they are measured or calculated.
Deutsche Telekom:  Do counters and KPIs have the same properties?

Teoco:  A superset of properties is needed for KPIs. Some properties may be optional for counters and used for KPIs. 

Deutsche Telekom: Should we define stereotype for measured data and stereotype for KPI?

Ericsson: This is not flat, this is a hierarchy. We could use inheritance. 

Teoco:  Still to be proven that we need several stereotypes. 

Deutsche Telekom:  Clause A.3 should not be published. Only the grey parts should be moved to the Repertoire. 

Deutsche Telekom:  In clause A.4 Figure 1 should be moved to the Repertoire and Figure 2 to PM2 spec. 

Conclusion: Detailed review of Clause 1.3 to be continued at next meeting(s).
