Discussion on objectives of this group and commitment from participating SDOs.
Christian presented the document S5eCPM0037 Revised Converged Management PM Interface Definitions Project Plan” to remind everyone about the initial objectives of this JWG. 
Thomas: What is TMF commitment to this activity?
Yuval: TMF supports this activity. We can produce a formal support statement if needed.  
Thomas: In SA5, the PM2 was approved as a Technical Report (not a normative document). Was it published in TMF?
Vinay: We can check that point. 
Thomas: The problem is that we do not have a Work Item in SA5 to support that work. This implies that we do not have any time slot during SA5 meeting to work on Converged PM and companies do not plan any resources for that work. 
Yuval: We need to think more how to go one step further to promote PM2 and make it used by the industry and by more SDOs. 
Thomas: Is PM2 used in the real world? We agreed at the last MSDO steering committee to extend the MSDO until end of 2016. We can use this period of time to check interest and make an assessment. In case this JWG is stopped we would still be able to cooperate between SA5 and TMF by the usual ways (LS, etc.).  
Vinay: Can we create a WI in SA5?
Christian: We can produce a document but then we need minimum 4 companies to support the work to get the WI approved. 
Thomas: There is an SA5 meeting next week and we can discuss that point. However, we would need a company to take the initiative to submit a WID and find supporting companies. We also need to discuss whether we want to change PM2 to a normative document. 
Yuval: The next TMF action week in in July. We will discuss in TMF about PM2 and how to take it forward. 
Yuval: For next steps, common file format is the easiest target. It can be based on the work done in PM2 and PM8.   
Christian: The adoption of PM2 by the industry can be discussed independently of the discussion on the need for a common file format. 
Vinay: We can produce a justification for the work on a common file format and discuss it by email and at next meeting.
Edwin: PM2 is not backward compatible. This implies that we need to define a transition plan. The old spec should be maintained for a period of about two years and then deprecated. This is not something we commonly do in SA5 and this requires to be very careful. It may be easier for TMF since they do have an existing specification on that point. 
Yuval: Backward compatibility was considered during the work on PM2. We have added new things but several properties are aligned with SA5 measurement template or just adding things. In fact we have mainly unified metadata for KPIs and counters. Changes are more on KPIs.
