Summary:

1. Future conf call schedule confirmation
· Thom: propose to continue the bi-weekly schedule, but call #7 will be on the Christmas week.
· DT/VF/VZ/Erics/Airv/ALU: Christmas week should be avoided. There won’t be much attendance and won’t be productive anyway.

· Thom: ok. The first conf call in 2010 will be Jan. 5th, just after the new year break.

· DT: new year’s break in Europe ends on 6th.  Propose to postpone 1 week.

· VF: that will be the week just before #69 Valencia. The tdoc submission date is already past due by then.

· DT/Erics/Airv/ALU/Thom: there’s not much other choices, or there’s no good time at all.  It shouldn’t stop us from making progress in conf call.

2.  Review process of radio parameter contribution (latest draft 32.592)

·  Thom: in order to finalize the radio parameter (Qualcomm contribution that is now in the latest draft 32.592), contributions are encouraged with review comments. Otherwise, it won’t be discussed assuming no contribution is considered to be agreement.

Conclusion: n/a
Action Item: interested companies to submit contribution with review comments in the future conf calls.
3.  Coverage of TDD in the current WI coverage

· Thom: in SA5 #68, it was agreed to create 2 columns in the radio parameteters (Qcom contribution) in the latest draft TS 32.592 to indicate applicability to TDD on each parameter, but the exact scope and coverage of this HeNB WI did not reach agreement at the meeting #68.  Would like to have this agreed and in writing to make it absolutely clear on the scope of the current Rel.9 WI.
· ALU: during the meeting #68, we agreed to add the 2 columns in the table in 32.592 with the intent to keep them as FFS in this release.

· Airv: the originator of TDD parameter tdoc (TD Tech) considers not a high priority (i.e. so we can exclude TDD by default).  The only thing is the object structure.  If the object structure is to make it TDD-ready, then it requires careful study of each radio related parameter and sort them out.  This is a lot of work and no resource and time is available in this release, possibly not even in Rel.10.

·  Erics: don’t quite understand the concern here.  Additional work (TDD) can be done later on, if needed.
Conclusion: consider FDD only in this WI scope by default. 
Action Item: (Thom) check with Qcom with their intent on further classifying radio parameters for FDD/TDD within this Rel.9 WI timeframe.
4. System parameter discussion on Verizon/ALU contribution

· This is the follow up of S5-094075 (meeting #68) /S5eHNB0024 (conf call).
· ALU: based on the outcome of the discussion at the meeting #68, we communicated to VZ regarding the underlying TR-098 as they cover many of the proposed “system parameters” in this tdoc.
· Thom: yes, TR-196 sits on top of TR-098.

· VZ: wasn’t aware of TR-098. But this leaves ambiguity what part of TR-098 are relevant in H(e)NB implementation. Would like some sort of definition with this.
· Thom: the question falls into the domain of vendor implementation decision.  If needed, operator can define product requirements to vendors as is done in DSL CPE.

· VZ: does profile in TR-098 cover this area?
· Thom: profiles in TR-098 are relevant to TR-098 only.  Since it’s intended for generic IGD product (e.g. DSL router/modem), there’re many profiles that are not relevant to H(e)NB.  But defining a minimum set of profile applicable to H(e)NB doesn’t make a lot of sense.
· Erics: this is something that should be left for BBF to answer.  SA5 should not go into this profile definition.
· Airv: this needs careful coordination and there’s no simple answer to this.
· Thom: propose that somebody creates a contribution to base the further discussion on.

Conclusion: it was agreed that further discussion can be done based on a contribution.
Action Item: (VZ/ALU) create a tdoc to facilitate further discussion at the next conf call.
5. Email approval of draft TS 32.592

· Erics: the note that said “structure  of the info model is FFS” is missing in the draft TS sent out in email approval.
· ALU: during the meeting #68, we agreed not to include the diagram in Qcom contribution, so left the section empty as is. No problem to add the note back.
Conclusion: add the note back to the draft TS.
Action Item: (ALU) update the draft TS and re-send to OAM exploder for email approval.
