S5eNFVM0005 Status report on NFV information modelling (Ericsson)
On Slide-6:

The use of “FB” as a NRM class name is confusing since, in ETSI MANO, many things such as VNFC, EM etc., are Functional Blocks It was suggested and agreed to eliminate such potential confusion by choosing another name.

The use of ManagedFunction with a recursively name-containing relation to itself, to represent the name-containing relation between XYZFunction and XYZFunctionC, is confusing. The confusion can be eliminated (for the discussion purposes) by another equivalent drawing where “ManagedFunction” recursively name-containing relation to itself would disappear and XYZFunction has a name-contained relation with XYZFunctionC. 

SA5 members need to decide if NRM would use all three classes (XYZFunction, XYZFunctionC, FB). 
When SA5 members decide not to use FB, the relation between FB and VNFC will be removed. 
When SA5 members decide not to use FB and not to use XYZFunctionC, the relation between FB and VNFC will be removed and there is a need to decide if NRM would keep the relation FunctionCDeployedByVNFC.
It was asked why the relation FB-VNFC has no name.

It was suggested to add a relation between XYZFunction and VNFC. 

It was commented that the left-hand part of the figure describes standardized functions and the right-hand part describes products from VNF vendors (VNF packages). What is VNF or VNFC is a vendor decision and may vary depending on implementation. 

The mapping 1-1 between XYZFunction and VNF seems too limited. For example, a vendor may sell a virtualized core network combining MME and HSS in one VNF package. Another case is that EPC (as a whole) is packaged as a VNF, and MME, SGW and PGW are VNFCs. Edwin has an action item to document in detail all the cases with help from others. The cases are to test the usefulness of proposed NRMs.

S5eNFVM0004 Next steps for NFV modelling activity (SA5 Vice Chairman)
Christian will prepare a report for the Multi-SDO call on March 29th and will circulate it on the SA5 exploder for comments before the call. 
The report will indicate that some work was already started between SA5 and IFA independently of the Multi-SDO activity on Modelling and that this cooperation work covers notably the issue 5. 

On issue 4, it will be reminded it was cancelled. 

On Issue 6, no further work is needed. 

On issue 7, the changes in red will be highlighted again.
