2. Information and clarification of recent TMF Board meeting decisions on TMF Interface Strategy


Aileen Smith joined the call to provide a question and answer session about the board discussions.
Background:

The Board Paper no. 58 was distributed in advance of the board meeting in Nice.  Board papers are distributed in advance to ensure all meeting attendees have the same preparatory information. 

At both the Executive Committee and board meetings during Nice, slides were presented (which Aileen also distributed). Effectively the discussion at the board meeting was that the strategy outlined in the board paper was correct.

BP56 was distributed at the beginning or April. It was produced as a result of meetings held in Bonn in March. It outlined the options to be explored. Between issuing the BP56 and the May board meeting feedback was sought from collaboration participants, board members, technical staff and through the community. There were two levels of discussions, via the community and also direct discussions with the board. As a result of those discussions board paper 58 was produced. This was sent to the Executive Committee and the Board of Directors in advance of the board meeting in Nice.
The authors of the board paper are on the paper – Aileen, Marie Murphy, Dave Milham and Keith Willetts, who drew from all the feedback received.
In the interest of time, Leen asked that the conversation be kept relevant to the implications of the board decision on the 3GPP / TM Forum harmonization activity.

Much conversation followed with the final conclusion being that all members should read board paper no 58 and provide written contributions about the contents of the paper.

Last weeks meeting minutes contain the links to BP56, BP58 and slide sets.
