5. Brief report of relevant issues from 3GPP SA5 New Delhi meeting

Ericsson and NSN made a contribution to TR 32.829. This is S5-102195 linked under SA5 73 meeting documents on the 3GPP website. This was email approved on September 4th. Still latest draft not yet formally approved by 3GPP just by SA5.

It was noted that this document was not submitted to the joint team meeting.

6. Documenting the outcome of the FMH work (continued), S5eTMF0038
Leen presented an overview of S5eTMF0038. 

During the discussion, it became clear that not all participants were aware of this agreed process.

Leen clarified that the idea to produce a joint report from the FMH team is not new. S5eTMF0038 is a more detailed description of the process agreed previously with Christian. 

Leen explained that the reason a common document is required is because the common document must outline the actions to be taken within the TM Forum and within 3GPP to ensure consistency between the two organization’s output.

Action: The rapporteur for the 3GPP TR32-829 should be notified of this process. Istvan will talk to Olaf.

Action: This issue will be revisited at the next meeting.

7. Next steps inside TM Forum, S5eTMF0041
Leen presented the overview of the process within the TM Forum for handling the study recommendations.

Some concern was expressed about the implication that recommendations may need revision after the joint study. Leen stated that any revisions to the agreed joint recommendations need to be discussed again in the FMH team meeting, in order to preserve the integrity of the harmonisation results, but that it is of course very much preferred that no revisions be made.

It was stated that TR32-829 made a comparison between OSS-J; MTOSI and the 3GPP SA5 interfaces but does not make any comparison with the TM Forum FM study document which provides harmonization recommendations between MTOSI and OSS/J FM interfaces.  On closer examination reference to the more recent TM Forum work was included in version 002 of TR 32.829. 
This version, which was annotated with comments by Marc Flauw in S5eTMF0013, has been used as a basis for discussion in the FMH meetings.

The TR32-829 is an SA5 document and reflects the internal agreement on SA5’s perception of the next steps but does not necessarily reflect the findings of the joint team. It is an SA5 document which recommends the 3GPP updates.

There are additional contributed documents S5eTMF0012 – comparison study and a proposal for harmonisation S5eTMF0023 and S5eTMF0024 which have not yet been reviewed by the joint team. 

S5eTMF0024 proposes a harmonized model from a model point of view. This and a proposal for updates to the RSA BA(TM Forum Interface requirements document) would represent the basis of the proposal from the TM Forum harmonisation point of view.

The latest version of TR 32.829 was made available as S5eTMF0042 for information of the team members. 

The issue of documenting the outcome of the FMH work and the next steps inside both bodies will be addressed again at the next meeting.
