Steve Fratini was given the floor to give information about what is happening in the Interface Program.

The genesis of this work was when OSS/J was brought into the TM Forum, prior to that the OSS/J work was under governance of the JCP.

After about a year a directive was given from the TM Forum board that there was a requirement to harmonize the OSS/J and MTOSI interfaces.

The Service Problem Management harmonized interface had been produced.

Even where formal harmonization work is not underway with 3GPP internally in the TM Forum the work has included analysis of 3GPP the activities. Where possible it is taking into account 3GPP capabilities in the design.

There is pressure from the board to release these interfaces and it is not possible delay the work of the forum in this area. It is understood that the direction of the Forum in forging ahead with this work has caused some disappointment to those involved in the harmonization activities.

Steve suggested that perhaps one approach would be to back off from formal harmonization and take a slower path to convergence.
