3GPP report: 

· Last week SA5 met face to face, concentrating on finalizing Release 10 and the technical reports which reflect the harmonized discussions were also updated.  
· They were also preparing a response to the SA plenary recent liaison statement. 
· General feeling within SA5 is that it is essential to get the agreement on the information federated umbrella model, and we should not start new areas of cooperation until that is finished.  
· They assume that the teams will get input on general requirements for the interfaces from the NGMN.
Steering Team update:  
· The liaison statement from SA5 has been contributed to the steering team and a response from TM Forum was also submitted. These were reviewed during the meeting.  Leen has taken the action to draft a joint reply to address both SA5 & TM Forum. This will be reviewed at the next Steering meeting and a decision to be made if it will be submitted to SA Plenary.


5. Discuss and agree workplan for next period (doc. 0093)
· Leen went through the revised work plan (Gantt) which incorporated the comments & requests made during the review in the previous meeting. 

· Leen asked if it would be possible to hold weekly meetings in order to make the 4 week deadline of completing the study report. 

· Discussion on face to face meetings was raised again:

· Istvan offered Vienna and/or NGMN as a host for a face to face meeting. Istvan is to confirm this.  He noted that they would merely provide a meeting room only.  They would not be taking a sponsorship role. 
· Proposed dates:  4th of April (preference) / week of 11th of April /week of 18th April
· Official invite will start the clock and at least 2 weeks before travel is required.  The invite will need to come from a SP or even better NGMN, to enable travel justification be secured. 
· Istvan indicated that the Fault Management harmonization was not the main focus of the new NGMN requirements project.

6. Technical presentations and discussions


6.1. TIP RAM Beta kit (doc. 0089)
· Marc gave a very high level overview of the document and Leen requested the team to review in more detail themselves. 

· This document should be used as a reference manual. 


6.2. TMF167 RSA FM Interface comparison (doc. 0090)
· This is a formal TM Forum document and needs to be recognized as such. This document has useful input but is written from a TM Forum perspective. 
6.3. HP Contribution on FM Alignment (doc. 0091) 
· Leen indicated that he would like to have this document act as the nucleus or starting point of the joint study report as it addresses the issue along the lines of how the team had agreed to structure the material.

· This document is a company contribution from HP
· Marc went through this document in more detail.  He indicated that within the document (0091) he makes reference to TR167 but recognizes that there are gaps and would welcome people to help fill these.
