Opening
The meeting was opened on 28 November at 9:30 h. The participants were welcomed by Bernd on behalf of DT. Meeting times were agreed and some other logistic issues clarified.
2.
Agenda approval
The agenda, as available in doc. 0161, was reviewed and approved with some changes.

3.
Review minutes 31th meeting, 24 November 2011 (doc. 0162)
These minutes were approved without changes.

4.
Continued detailed review and discussion of recommendations on harmonization
Input documents:

1. Living List version 10 (doc. 0160)
2. Proposed updates to 3GPP/TMF FMH Living List version 8 (S5-113219) (doc. 0148) - note: only Section X
3. Proposed introduction to FMH report (doc. 0156)
4. Proposed updates to FMH Living List 9 - TM Forum TIP Updates (doc. 0158)
· Version 10 of the Living List, being the output from the previous meeting, was briefly reviewed and accepted as the baseline text for the work during this meeting.

· Section X.1 of doc. 0148, and doc. 0156 were presented; it was agreed to amend the text of 0156 and merge it with the bullet items from 0148, section X.1. The result was approved for inclusion in section 0 of the next version of the Living List.
Leen will propose some additional changes to this section, in the context of the transformation of  the Living List into the report of the group. 
· Section X.2 was extensively debated on both days; it was not possible to reach agreement. The authors asserted that the information provided in this proposed section is required to put the rest of the report in context; other participants considered especially the sections X.2.1 and X.2.2 to be out of scope for the report. It was agreed that Edwin, Jörg and Marc will work together off line to see whether an acceptable text can be generated. It was suggested that such text may be formulated as a concluding section to the report.
· The change proposals in doc. 0158 were reviewed, if needed amended, and the resulting texts approved for inclusion in the next version of the Living List. 
Edwin agreed to generate a paragraph for section 0.2, which describes the situation with respect to 3GPP SA5, like the proposal in 0158 does for TIP RAM.
· After completion of this work, it appeared that some subsections still did not have agreed descriptions. During the meeting these descriptions were completed, except for 3.1.4. Edwin and Marc will work together off line to generate a text proposal for this subsection.

· With almost all descriptions agreed, the team reviewed all subsections which did not yet have a agreed Recommendation. Texts were generated and agreed for all subsections, except for 3.1.4, 4.1.4, 4.1.5, 4.1.9, 4.3.1, 4.3.6, 4.3.8 and 4.3.9. It was agreed to work on those subsections in the next conference call. 
· It was noted that completion of a Recommendation for subsection 2.4 is waiting for feedback from the Steering Team.
· During the meeting, it was suggested to consider whether a common Stage 2 specification could be generated. Edwin and Marc will investigate.

5.
Planning for completion of FMH activity
As the work on the output document could not be completed during this meeting, it was agreed to have a next conference call on 8 December 2011, 15:00 - 17:00 CET. 
The current view is that the work can be completed in January 2012.
