1. 
Opening
Leen indicated that the main objective of the call was to complete the Recommendation texts in the Living List.
2.
Agenda approval
The agenda in doc. 0167 was reviewed and approved without changes.

3.
Review minutes 32nd meeting, 28 & 29 November 2011
These minutes in doc. 0164 were approved without changes.

Actions items:

· Leen to propose some additional changes to section 0, in the context of the transformation of  the Living List into the report of the group.
Open: will be included in Version 11 of the Living List.

· Edwin, Jörg and Marc to generate text based on the sections X.2.1 and X.2.2 
Partially done: Doc. 0166 contained a text proposal from the TIP RAM team, it will be further discussed during the next call. 

· Edwin to generate a paragraph for section 0.2, which describes the situation with respect to 3GPP SA5, like the proposal in 0158 does for TIP RAM.
Open: due to the limited time after the Darmstadt meeting, this text proposal was not yet available
· Edwin and Marc to generate a text proposal for the description in section 3.1.4.
Open: Marc provided a text proposal by e-mail; due to the limited time after the Darmstadt meeting, this text proposal had not yet been discussed between Edwin and Marc.
· Edwin and Marc to investigate the possibility of generating a common Stage 2 specification.
Open: due to the limited time after the Darmstadt meeting, results not yet available.

4.
Continued discussion of recommendations on harmonization
Leen reported that no further guidance was to be expected from the Steering Team on the escalated items 2.3 (Notification Id) and 2.4 (Threshold Information). 
It was agreed to close item 2.3 as a Disagreement and item 2.4 as Out of scope.
The following sections, which did not yet have an agreed Recommendation were reviewed and discussed, with the indicated outcome:

3.1.4: no conclusion yet as the description needs rewording (Marc and Edwin);

4.1.4: no conclusion yet as the description needs clarification (Edwin);

4.3.1: no conclusion yet as the description needs revision (Marc);

4.1.5, 4.1.9, 4.3.6, 4.3.8, 4.3.9: texts for Recommendations were drafted and agreed. The editor will include these texts in Version 11 of the Living List.
5.
Discussion of concluding section for report
Marc presented doc. 0166, a text proposal from the TIP RAM team. 

Leen commented that he noticed that this contribution discusses other interfaces than have been discussed in the context of the harmonization work. As such he considers that material out of scope for the FMH report. He suggested that a discussion of general interface harmonization could be contained in a separate deliverable from the group.

It was agreed to continue the discussion of this contribution in the next meeting in order to give the participants more time to study it.

It was agreed to have a next conference call on Thursday 5 January 2012, 15:00 - 17:00 CET. It was also agreed to keep the subsequent regular timeslot (19 January) reserved for an additional call.
