Title:	Conceivable Work Items of 3GPP/TSGS/WG5

1.	Background


The 3GPP agreement states that TSGs shall define and approve new Work Items, giving all essential parameters where each proposed new Work Item must be supported by at least four Individual Members, with their names to be recorded in the Work Item definition prepared by the TSG. The agreement further states that one or more persons shall be named as Rapporteur for the proposed Work Item, and shall act as the prime contact point on technical matters and for information on progress throughout the drafting phases.


All the WGs are required to identify their work packages and have them reported to the next March TSG meeting in Fort Lauderdale, FL, USA. The description of each proposed work package should identify all the work item parameters as listed below:


work item title;


intended output (i.e., Technical Specifications or Technical Reports);


impact on other Technical Specifications and Technical Reports;


technical scope, including the field of application of the intended output;


impact on other 3GPP Work Items;


the schedule of tasks to be performed;


the identities of the supporting Individual Members;


the identity of the Work Item Rapporteurs.





2.	Discussion


The Convenor of the WG, who is responsible for reporting the Work Packages of the WG to the next TSG meeting, comes to identify the following potential work items as essential ones for the WG. This proposal is presented to the WG as a seed for a further discussion.
